D.) Self Employment Benefits Program
Description      
This program is designed to: (1) provide unemployed Employment Insurance eligible individuals with income and entrepreneurial support while they develop and implement their business plan; and (2) assist unemployed Employment Insurance eligible individuals to prepare for, obtain and maintain employment resulting in savings to the Employment Insurance Account. 1.) Standard Research Grants

Description

The broad purpose of the Standard Research Grants program is to support research and develop excellence in research activities in the social sciences and humanities.

Standard Research Grants are available for three-year programs of research. The value of these grants is up to a maximum of $100,000 per year, but not totaling more than $250,000 in a three-year period. A minimum budget of $7,000, not including any Research Time Stipend request(s), in at least one of the three years is required (except in the cases of researchers at Canadian postsecondary institutions not receiving a SSHRC Institutional Grant). The value of individual awards varies; the average value of a three-year Standard Research Grant in the last competition was $90,000.

2.) Major Collaborative Research Initiatives (MCRI)
Description

The Major Collaborative Research Initiatives (MCRI) program supports leading edge research with true potential for intellectual breakthrough that addresses broad and critical issues of intellectual, social, economic and cultural significance through the effective coordination and integration of diverse research activities and research results.

The conceptual framework and research questions of MCRI projects should be of such breadth and scope as to require the participation of many scholars of different perspectives and with different types of expertise working together in an enriching and effective fashion. 

The program is intended for leading scholars with solid track records and past experience in collaborative research, student training and grant management, and who demonstrate the leadership and other skills necessary for managing a complex, interdisciplinary, multi-institutional project. 

Comments

Grants are awarded for seven years. This is subject to a satisfactory site visit by a SSHRC-appointed committee that reviews the project's progress at its mid-point. If the review committee deems progress to be unsatisfactory, SSHRC may suspend or cancel funding. 

Eligible proposals must be of such a scope that they require a minimum budget of $100,000 for each of the seven years. The maximum budget is $2.5 million over seven years.

Grant holders normally receive a "start-up" visit in January, the month after SSHRC announces competition results. Funds are released shortly thereafter—once team membership and non-SSHRC funding sources are confirmed.

The maximum period of support for MCRI grants is ten years.

3.) Aboriginal Research

Description

This program has two overall objectives. The first is to facilitate research on a range of policy-related issues that are of concern to Canada's Aboriginal peoples, including urban issues, economic development, the environment, education, research ethics, intellectual and cultural property, and languages and cultures. 

The program’s second broad objective is to build up the capacity of the humanities and social science community to operate within, and to benefit from, the approach to Aboriginal research outlined above.

The program is designed to complement, not replace, existing support for Aboriginal research offered through SSHRC’s other programs. 

This program seeks to build Canada’s capacity, at the postsecondary level, to engage research questions that are of concern to Aboriginal peoples in ways that capitalize on knowledge, experience and traditions developed among and in partnership with those peoples. 

Comments

The program offers two support mechanisms: Development Grants and Research Grants. 
Development Grants support the development of research partnerships and detailed proposals for research grants, whether under this or other funding programs. The grants can be used, for example, to fund research workshops, research networks, community research consultations, and the development of research ideas and methodologies. 

Given that one of the program’s specific objectives is to generate significant research training opportunities for Aboriginal students, applications for Research Grants should include stipends for undergraduate, master's or doctoral students or postdoctoral researchers, as appropriate, with priority given to Aboriginal students. Applicants should note these stipends cannot be transferred to cover other budget expenses. 

Proposals for either type of grant should also emphasize the effective mobilization or transfer of insights, information, and other benefits gained from research within and between Aboriginal, academic and other communities.

Development Grants are worth up to $25,000 for up to two years. Research Grants are worth up to $100,000 annually, up to a maximum of $250,000 over three years. Applicants may also request support for a shorter period.
Whether the applicant and any co-applicants are university or college professors or researchers from Aboriginal or community organizations, they may each request, as part of the proposed research grant budget, a research time stipend or salary replacement to buy release time from teaching or other duties.

SSHRC encourages applicants to seek funds from other sources to help defray research and research-related expenses (e.g., travel associated with research partnerships in northern areas).

5.) International Opportunities Fund: A SSHRC Transformation Program

Description

The objectives of the program are to: (1) help Canadian researchers to initiate and develop international research collaborations; (2) facilitate Canadian participation or leadership in current or planned international research initiatives that offer outstanding opportunities to advance Canadian research. 

The International Opportunities Fund program: offers important opportunities to advance Canadian research and promote it internationally; supports collaborative research activities that further the goals of SSHRC's international policy and strategy; and enables researchers to take advantage of international collaborative opportunities in a timely and flexible manner.

Two types of grant are available:

Development Grants, to support developmental activities—such as workshops, seminars, and planning meetings—that are expected to lead to significant international collaboration;

Project Grants, to help secure Canadian participation or leadership in current or planned international research initiatives or networks.

The program is not intended to support activities that can be funded through other available SSHRC programs. Further collaborative activities resulting from these grants should be supported through other SSHRC programs or other sources.

Note: In connection with this program, SSHRC may issue separate calls for proposals to participate in specific international initiatives that present unique opportunities to advance and promote Canadian research internationally. Details of such calls for proposals will be announced in advance. 

Comments

Development Grants are worth up to $25,000 for one year. SSHRC will consider extensions for up to one additional year on a case-by-case basis. Note that such extensions will not be eligible for any additional funding.

Project Grants are worth up to $75,000 for one year. Depending on the nature and circumstances of the collaborative activity, SSHRC may, in exceptional cases, consider making a two-year award worth up to $150,000. The applicant must make a strong case to justify such an award.

The program budget for the 2005-06 fiscal year totals $500,000.

10.) Aid to Research Workshops and Conferences in Canada
Description
The broad purpose of this program is to support workshops and conferences held in Canada that will facilitate the transfer of research results within and between disciplines and among Canadian and international researchers.

The program’s specific objectives are to: (1) advance research and scholarship on issues of intellectual, cultural and social importance by facilitating direct interaction among researchers and students, both from Canada and abroad; (2) promote research linkages among disciplines and across institutions, sectors and regions; and (3) enhance the visibility and profile of social sciences and humanities research. 

Comments

The value and period of tenure of a workshop grant is up to $25,000 for a workshop held within 12 months following the announcement of competition results.

The values and periods of tenure of conference grants are: 

1.) up to $20,000 for a conference of up to 200 participants that is held within 12 months following the announcement of competition results; 

2.) up to $35,000 for a conference of 201 to 400 participants that is held within 24 months following the announcement of competition results; and 

3.) up to $50,000 for a conference of more than 400 participants that is held within the 24 months following the announcement of competition results. 

There are two competitions each year. For successful applicants, the actual amount awarded depends on the merit of the application, the demonstrated financial need and the appropriateness of the proposed budget. Grant amounts are also subject to the recommendations of the adjudication committee and the Council's available funding. 

For conferences involving more than 200 participants, the final 30 per cent of the grant will be paid only after SSHRC has received confirmation of conference participation. This information forms part of the activity report that the program requires all grant holders to submit within 90 days of the end of the conference. 

When a grant includes an allocation for the publication of the proceedings, SSHRC requires that these be published within two years of the date of the event.

11.) Knowledge Impact in Society: A SSHRC Transformation Program

Description

The broad objective of the KIS pilot program is to explore the potential of an institutional funding model to support effective knowledge exchange and mobilization.

The KIS pilot program will fund university-based strategic knowledge mobilization initiatives that systematically enable non-university stakeholder communities to benefit from existing academic research knowledge in the social sciences and humanities.

SSHRC defines knowledge mobilization as “moving knowledge into active service for the broadest possible common good.” Here knowledge is understood to mean any or all of (1) findings from specific social sciences and humanities research, (2) the accumulated knowledge and experience of social sciences and humanities researchers, and (3) the accumulated knowledge and experience of stakeholders concerned with social, cultural, economic and related issues.

Comments

The Knowledge in Society pilot program will hold one competition and will award up to ten grants, each tenable for up to three years. SSHRC will award grants, up to a maximum of $100,000 annually, equal to the amount of funding contributed by the sponsoring university or universities. Two or more universities may submit a joint application, but this will not increase the maximum value of the SSHRC grant. A university may make more than one application, but no university will receive more than one award. Contributions from other sources, in cash or in kind, are encouraged as demonstrations of the depth and breadth of the proposed initiative’s activities and of the extent of institutional and community support.

Firm commitments from partners concerning any financial contributions must be in place by May 1, 2006.

Completion of the ArtsPOD Organizational Assessment Guide is a required element of the project. The project must be completed within one year of application.  C.) Planning: For organizations that have identified their development priorities through completion of the ArtsPOD Organizational Assessment Guide or a strategic plan, using an outside consultant, within the last three years.

Funding through this component allows an organization to engage a consultant to assist with creation of the following: Strategic plans; Business plans; Marketing plans; Fundraising/development plans; Plans to address diversity issues; Governance plans; and Human resources plans. The project must be completed within a year of application.

Component B. Financial limit: generally a range of $1,000 to $3,000, depending on organization’s geographic location and budget size.
